Island. The company is headquartered in Bethpage, New York and was founded
by Michael J. Cullen on August 4, 1930. King Kullen approached FSG to help the
America’s First Supermarket company take advantage of a very lucrative limited time utility rebate program
that ultimately covered over 67% of the material and labor costs to upgrade
lighting and controls in 42 of their stores. The challenge was that the projects in
all 42 stores would need to be designed, supplied and installed in only 6 months
to meet the program deadline. The scope included all lighting, from the sales
